When it comes to your health information, you have certain rights. This section explains your
rights and some of our responsibilities to help you.

Get a copy of your * You can ask to see or get a copy of your health and claims records and other
health and claims records health information we have about you. Ask us how to do this.

* We will provide a copy or a summary of your health and claims records, usually
within 30 days of your request. We may charge a reasonable, cost-based fee.

Ask us to correct health * You can ask us to correct your health and claims records if you think they are

and claims records incorrect or incomplete. Ask us how to do this.
* \We may say “no” to your request, but we'll tell you why in writing within
60 days.
Request confidential * You can ask us to contact you in a specific way (for example, home or office
communications phone) or to send mail to a different address.

* We will consider all reasonable requests, and must say “yes” if you tell us you
would be in danger if we do not.

Ask us to limit what e You can ask us not to use or share certain health information for treatment,
we use or share payment, or our operations.

* \We are not required to agree to your request, and we may say “no” if it
would affect your care.

Get a list of those with * You can ask for a list (accounting) of the times we've shared your health
whom we’ve shared information for six years prior to the date you ask, who we shared it with,
information and why.

e We will include all the disclosures except for those about treatment,
payment, and health care operations, and certain other disclosures (such as
any you asked us to make). We'll provide one accounting a year for free but
will charge a reasonable, cost-based fee if you ask for another one within

Our Uses and Disclosures I —

How do we typically use or share your health information? We typically use or share your health
information in the following ways.

Help manage
the health care
treatment you
receive

* We can use your health information
and share it with professionals who are
treating you.

Example: A doctor sends us information
about your diagnosis and treatment plan
S0 we can arrange additional services.

Run our
organization

* We can use and disclose your
information to run our organization
and contact you when necessary.

* We are not allowed to use genetic
information to decide whether
we will give you coverage and the
price of that coverage. This does
not apply to long term care plans.

Example: We use health information
about you to develop better services
for you.

Pay for your
health services

* We can use and disclose your health
information as we pay for your health
services.

Example: We share information about
you with your dental plan to coordinate
payment for your dental work.

Administer
your plan

* We may disclose your health information
to your health plan sponsor for plan
administration.

Example: Your company contracts with us
to provide a health plan, and we provide
your company with certain statistics to
explain the premiums we charge.
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How else can we use or share your health information? We are allowed or required to share

your information in other ways — usually in ways that contribute to the public good, such as public health and
research. We have to meet many conditions in the law before we can share your information for these purposes.

* We can share health information about you for certain situations such as:
* Preventing disease
* Helping with product recalls
» Reporting adverse reactions to medications

Do research

* We can use or share your information for health research.

Comply with the law

» We will share information about you if state or federal laws require it,
including with the Department of Health and Human Services if it wants to
see that we're complying with federal privacy law.
